Installing the Transmitter

Insert the external power adaptor into the DC Input Terminal socket on the rear panel of the transmitter.

Then insert the audio cable of transmitter into the AUDIO-OUT socket of any audio source (such as TV, PC, DVD, CD,MP3...)
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Using Stereo Headphone

Two batteries ( AAA/1.5V) must be placed into the battery box of the receiver(Headphone), ensuring that the positive and negative

terminals of the batteries are inserted correctly.
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Wireless headphones 

· Insert audio cable of the transmitter into the AUDIO-OUT socket of  the electrical device, and move the  function switch of the transmitter to CH1/CH2/CH3 position accordingly.  
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· Turn on the power switch (ON/OFF) on receiver, the power indicator of receiver will go on. the sound sent  from  transmitter should be heard. If the sound is poor, you can press the CHANNEL button to delect the right channel. 

Wireless net audio chat

· Insert audio cable of the transmitter into the AUDIO-OUT socket of  the PC, Then insert the additional 3.5mm-3.5mm audio cable into the microphone socket (MIC) on the transmitter and the  microphone socket of the PC.
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· Move the power switch on the transmitter to CH1/CH2/CH3 position. Aim the MIC of the transmitter at you.
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· Turn on power switch (ON/OFF) of the receiver, and the power indicator  will go on. then the sound sent out from the transmitter can be heard. 

Wired Headphone

Connect the additional 3.5mm-3.5mm audio cable into the AUDIO IN socket of the receiver and the  AUDIO OUT of audio device (MP3, DVD, VCD, CD, TV,..etc)．The wireless headphone will then function as a wired headphone.
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Turning Off The Unit

When the unit is not in use, set the function switch of the transmitter to OFF position, then turn the power switch of the headphone to OFF position. The power indicator of the transmitter and headphone will then go off. When the unit is not used for a long time, take out the batteries. 
Special features

· Double PLL and MCU System

Not only transmitter but also the wireless headphone is equipped with a Phase Lock Loop (PLL) and Micro Computer system providing the ultimate in transmission and reception frequency stability

· Active Noise Reduction Technology

We can listen to more clear sound with analogue FM wireless headphone by virtually eliminating the background "hissing" noise that is sometimes noticeable during silent pauses and quiet passages.

· Auto Tuning for Headphone
